Specification for the repair of the Fishery Pier at Seafield.
The sea pavement at the back of the pier to be made good wherever damaged with stones of not less insertion or magnitude in any case from those of the old work adjoining laid in regular courses to break joint and be closely and firmly put together so as to prevent a possibility of their being again disturbed by the sea.
That part of the quay adjoining the land which has been damaged to be made good and perfected in every respect; the stones in the upper course or coping to be of greater magnitudes than those heretofore used in the work to be rough dressed; to solid ??? and upright joints; every second or third stone to be set on edge bonding in with the under courses. The old stone to be used in repairing the Pavement.
