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GRAND JURY PRESENTMENTS for Seafield and surrounding townlands.

Introduction.
The Grand Jury was the forerunner of the county council and was elected from the landlords of the county.  They levied a ‘cess’ on the land-owners of the county for the purpose of maintaining roads, asylums, jails etc. Only partial records remain of the activities of the Grand Jury in Clare and these indicate that the procedure for road maintenance involved a ‘presentment ‘ to the Grand Jury in the name of the local landlord and, perhaps, a strong farmer from the area and the person who would actually undertake the work. Some contractors were paid a salary for continuance maintenance.
Under the Imperial measurement system a perch is equal to about 16.5 feet  and 320 perches = 1 mile
