PLACENAMES

There is a place called “Poll Seáin Bhéara” about a hundred yards from Quilty Church. It is called “Poll Seáin Bhéara” because a man called Seán Bhéara used to draw seaweed out of that hole every day.

There is a hole called “Poll Gorm “ near the Quay at Seafield. It is called “Poll Gorm” because the colour of the water is blue.

Carraig Fionnuala.

Finuala was the daughter of an officer who lived in Tromoroe castle during the eleven years war. His name was Captain Ward. One day he was sitting straight [in front of] the window of the castle smoking and an Irish rebel from Craggane Hill shot him dead. Finuala went to call him and seeing her father dead she threw herself out through the window and broke her leg. She crawled to a little stream nearby and this stream carried her to the sea where she was drowned. Her body came in at “Carraig Fhionnuala” and this is how the rock got its name. Her puddings came in at “Carraig na puttóg in Mutton Island.

Poll a’ Phuca

There is a hole between Quilty and Seafield which is called “Poll a’ Phuca. It got its name because ghosts used to be seen there long ago.

Druimfhionn.

There is a field in Quilty and it is called Droimfhionn. It got it’s name from the daisies which used grow there and from the cows that used to graze there.

An Dabhach bheag.

We have a field at home and it is called the “Dabhach Bheag” It got it’s name from a sandhill that was there long ago. The people drew away the sand and it became a field.

Na Droichidiní [?]

There are two small rivers near Quilty called “Na Droichidíní” because there are small bridges over them.

Tonn na bhFidil.

The sea surrounded by rocks near Mutton Island is shaped like the bottom of a violin and that is how it got its name.

Cuis na nDruid.

There is a sheltered cave in Mutton Island which is Cuis na nDruid.  It got it’s name from the starlings that used to take shelter in the cave.

Cuan na long

There is a  harbour near Mutton Island which is called “Cuan na Long”. It is called that name because of the ships that used to come in there long ago.

Carraig na Rón There is a rock outside Quilty that is called “Carraig na Rón on account of the seals that used sleep and rest on the rock.

Sruthán Brighid d’Arcy.

There is a little river between Quilty and Seafield called “Sruthán Brighid d’Arcy” because there was an old woman called Brighid d’Arcy living near it. It is the boundary between Quilty and Seafield.
