CONTOUR OF THE PARISH MAINLAND

Kilmurry-Ibrickane parish is, for the most part, a flat countryside. Apart from the elevations already re​ferred to, there is the high ridge where the village of Mullagh is situated. Eastwards from Doonogan there is an ascent on all roads towards “The Hand” which borders the eastern extremity of the parish. “The Hand” is a stone with the forepart of a hand chiseled on it. It indicates the road from Ennis to Miltown Malbay and it is erected at the junction of three roads opening westwards into the northern, middle and southern areas of the Coore portion of the parish. This road junction is popularly known as “The Hand” and it is in the townland of Riniskeheen. On a day of good visibility the Galtee Mountains are clearly visible from “The Hand”. Clounlaheen and Shana​vogh townlands are part of the Callan slope, though indeed no part of Mount Callan itself lies within the parish boundary. The road from “The Hand” through Shanavogh and on to Killernan and also the road to Coore as well as the Clounlaheen road, especially at Binn na garr - all three command a beautiful vista comprising views of mountain, pastoral scenery dotted with numerous neat and well appointed farmsteads, a jagged coastline from Moher on the north to Baltard at the west. At all seasons this landscape has a beauty that is varied and ravishing.
