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EFFECTS OF THE STORM

Plight of Clare Fishermen.

Rev. J. Glynn P.P., Mullagh writes as  follows to the 'Freeman—
If I may ‘trespass on your courtesy  in the cause of real charity I should like to request you to put prominently before your readers and the public generally the heartrendIng condition to which the fishermen of Quilty, Seafield, Clohauninchy and Cahirush have been reduced by the storm of last Tuesday and Wednesday. 
These fishermen, as their rescue of the sailors of the Leon, which is still quite fresh in the public memory, proved are amongst the most daring, most honorable and industrious toilers s of the deep. 
To put their present condition in one word, their all is gone—nets ropes, corks, fishing gear of all kinds, swept into wreckage by the raging storm of last Tuesday and Wednesday; and today every spot along an eight mile coast, which centuries ago was littered with the  wreck of the Spanish Armada, is to-day shown with scattered remnants of the fishermen’s nets. To those who know this means all the fishermen have in the world, and a great deal more. They had exhausted every source of credit to reap the harvest of the deep, which up to Tuesday last never promised more fairly; but to-day, when I saw them looking out to sea with blank despair apparently settling down upon them, they were still resolute and confident in the Providence of God. In such circumstances, even though three are times of many appeals I am forced to make, through the Press, one more charitable appeal on behalf of forty six families rendered destitute, bereft, presently of all human means to make a living through the present cheerless and expensive winter. 
Any subscription entrusted to the local committee, will be publicly acknowledged, and we guarantee that each subscription will be spent soley in providing nets and other fishing gear for those whose means of livihood have been destroyed. 
According to the latest expert opinion over £300 worth of nets are lost  and forty-eight families destitute."

The donors and public generally will be pleased to learn that already fifteen canoes have their nets replaced, and fully equipped are once more ready to try their luck on the stormy seas of our treacherous coast. New courage and new hope have been instilled into these brave fishermen largely if not entirely, due, to the generous and princely subscriptions acknow​ledged. to-day.

The fishermen; no less than ourselves, would esteem it a welcome release from further troubling the public if a proper passage to and from the sea were afforded them; this is all the more needed as their own source of income is from the sea. Some time ago the Board of Works, with the usual result, undertook at con​siderable public expenses to deepen and widen the approach to Seafield Pier, but today the last state of the pier and its approach is worse than the first. The misery of this muddling system is that, if two or three times the sum which is now being subscribed were judiciously expended in properly opening the harbour approach there would be an end to these recurring calls on the generous and charit​able public.
