SPECIAL COURT AT MILTOWN.
On Saturday eight, men named Jas. Egan, Seafield; Pat Egan, Seafleld; Pat Boyle, do; Martin Boyle, do; Ml. Dowd, do.; Henry McGannon, Quilty; Austin Boyle, do.; and Ml. Callinan, Tromoroe, were arrested by the Quilty Guards, assisted by the military. They were charged at a special court in Mil-town Malbay on Saturday night before Mr. Matthew Lynch, P.C., under the  Public Safety Act, 1928, for illegally removing hay the property of Miss Brew, Kilrush, from an outside farm of hers at Tromore, Quilty.
