The Castle Of Dangan 
A STRONGHOLD OF THE McMAHONS
One of the most conspicuous buildings on the Ennis-Kildysart road is the castle at Dangan, near Ballynacally. It is an ivy-covered, high, ruin, standing on a rock which is about seventy yards long and twenty yards wide. This rock, in its day, must have made the castle almost impregnable. On the side facing the present public road it is almost twenty feet high, absolutely perpendicular, without a foothold. At present the rock is covered with grass, weeds and brushwood.
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Inside, the ground floor measures twenty-feet by eighteen feet, there are three openings in the walls with a splay of from seven inches out​side to seven feet inside. Above the ground floor are two other floors of the stone-arched type. In the first of these is a big window look​ing south to Ballynacally. The room could be the residential portion of the castle. The stone stair-case, leading to the the upper storeys has disappeared, except for seven or eight steps.
A  McMAHON  CASTLE
The castle was built by the McMahon clan, the owners and lords of East Corcavashkin, [Corcavaskin] which territory originally extended east to the Clareen river which runs be​tween the present parishes of Ballynacally and Killone, and west to Ballykett and Burrane. The O'Briens began to encroach from the east and succeeded in establish​ing themselves in Ballycorick, where they built a castle at the bend of the Abhann Slieve river above the bridge at Ballycorick.  This perhaps necessitated the building of Dangan castle to protect the rich lands of Liskelloge, Cornfield and Fortfergus against the O'Briens.
The family seat of the McMahons of East Corcavashkin was at Colmanstown. Clonderlaw in the pen​insula of Rinn, west of Labasheeda and opposite the village of Glin on the Limerick shore. This McMahon clan is not as well-known to Clare history as the O'Brien and McNamara clans.
One Donogh McMahon or East Corcavashkin is recorded as having fought in the battle of Loghraska, beside Corcomroe, in 1317 but it is not known if he survived to fight at Dysart O’Dea the following year. Turlough Roe McMahon, ruler of East Corcavashkin from 1594 to 1629, was the father of Maire Rua, who married Conor O'Brien of Leimaneigh in 1639.
About 1653 Dangan castle was blown up by Cromwell.
