Welcome then to our historical and sport-loving town, the home of Tom Malone the unbeaten champion athlete of the world; the home of Garrett Barry, Clare's traditional piper; the, home of Micheal O Coimin and Seamus and Aindrias and Aodh Bui McCurtin, and their cohort of lesser poetical satellites; the home of Fenianism and Nationalism and The Three Brave Blacksmiths, and in our own day Canada Cross.
Patrons will have an opportunity of enjoying the historical pageant, the glory of the Gaelic music, the sea and mountain air, the hearty cead mile failte of a people with a tradition that has lived on in spite of tyranny,. conquest, oppres-
