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Recent claims for compensation lodged with Mr. M, J. Carey, Secretary of the Clare County Council  include the following:
£7000 for the burning of the Pro​testant Church at Miltown, Malbay; 
£82 for the destructlon of 9,880 copies i of the "Freeman's Journal" at Killaloe; 
£8000 by Mr, Wm. Purcell; Feakle, for the burning of a house at Feakle; 
£2,000 by Mr. James Daly, Kilmurry lbrickane, for the burning of , a house at Tullycrine;
£2,000 by Mrs. Margaret Gunn (Mother) and Mrs. E. Prestige(sister) for the shooting of Sgt. J. Gunn, R.I.C. at Ennis; Miss May Robinson, to whom the late Sergt. Gunn was engaged to be married, has lodged a claim for £5,000 in respect of his death. 
For the destruction of Rosleven House, Lady Beatrice O'Brien claims £20,000.
For furniture and effects destroyed with the house there is a joint claim by the Hon E. O'Brien and Lady Beatrice O'Brien for £5,000, The Fergus Reclamation Syndicate claim £2,000 for the destruc​tion of a house occupied by Mr Thompson.

In addition to above a number of claims have been lodged for cattle-driving and the seizure  of motor cars.
