ENNIS
The voting took place at Ennis yesterday. There was no excitement. The result was as follows:—Mr. M. J. Kenny (Parnellite), 136 ; Mr. R. W. C. Reeves .Liberal-Conservative), 95 : majority, 41. Mr. Matthew Joseph Kenny, of City-road, Old Trafford, Manchester, who thus succeeds to the seat held since July, 1879, by Mr. J. Lysaght Finigan, is the third son of Mr. Michael Kenny, solicitor of Freagh Castle, Miltown Malbay, county Clare, a magistrate for the county.He is  only in his twenty-second year, and was educated at Ennis College. Mr. Kenny has been actively identified with the Land League movement in England.
