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Our Miltown Malbay writes to say that at an adjourned meeting of road sessions, held on Wednesday in this town, for the purpose of considering the proprietory of commencing public works to employ the destitute labourers of this district, the Rev. Mr, Comyn made a forcible appeal on behalf of the poor, and dwelt at much length on the extent and character of the existing distress. Amongst other circumstances, the Rev gentleman stated that whilst on his way to Miltown to attend the sessions he had difficulty in preventing a- large number of the unemployed peasantry from rushing on the men at work on the road and supplanting them, with a view to getting em​ployment themselves at any risk. Although this fact would appear to warrant, and even demand immediate efforts to relieve the wants of a large proportion of the people  both the magistrates and cess payers persisted in refusing the required aid, and I regret to state that some of the latter named class expressed their hostility to public works with unnecessary emphasis intimating at the same time their  anxiety to meet; the movement alluded to by the rev. gentleman with a preponderating force. Large masses of the poor are to be not alone deprived of all hope of relief but also threatened with physical violence should they dare to make a representation of their grievances in a way not unusual with persons tortured to ebullition by the and heartless economy of their belligerent landlords. — Limerick Examiner.
