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"THE  FOUR GLORIOUS YEARS"

A book just published deals with the period from 1917 to 1921 and the story is told by a participant in the events which brought sympathy and admiration to Ireland from the ends of the earth.
There is the story of the first hunger-strike, in which Thomas Ashe died, a graphic description of the by-elections and the great General Election of 1918. The story of the German "Plot" is given, of the war as it spread slowly through Ireland, with Irish Volunteers learn​ing guerrilla tactics as they went along and eventually becoming the match for the vast army Britain had poured into Ireland.

As the fighting progressed all over the country, there came into being the other side of the great movement. A Government was established, Departments of State set up. Courts and police organised, and one of the best parts of the book, full of humour and tension, deals with these Republican Courts and the abandonment by the people of the British Courts, leading every​where to remarkable scenes.
Then came the Terror. Town after town was wrecked and given to the flames. Men were dragged from their homes and killed by the wayside. Leaders were shot as they slept. Nobody was safe. And in that terrible time the women of Ireland showed a courage and devotion un​matched since the siege of Limerick. To them it was largely due that Ireland never yielded.
The great prison strikes are described from inside the jails, making an unforgettable story. The coming of the Truce is described, the negotiations, and the end.
