MILITARY ACTIVITY IN CLARE.
Arrests in Various Places.
(From   our   Correspondent.) 
Ennis,   Monday.—There was   considerable police   and   military  activity  in Ennis   and other parts of Clare today and arrests were made in various places here, at Ennistymon,  Mullagh,  Kildysart, etc. 
The prisoners were brought to Ennis and lodged at the military headquarters.
Parties of police and soldiers with fixed bayonets also raided the office of the Clare County  Council and Ennis Urban Council and took away minute and other books and files and letters.

They also made enquiries as to whom the rates and other monies were being paid at present, and who was the treasurer.
One of the County Council Staff, T. O'Donnell, paymaster of the Council, was arrested  and   removed.
He was an  Easter Week prisoner.
Last night people leaving the picture houses and in the streets were stopped and searched.
One young man named Cronin was arrested.
Much alarm was caused by shots fired in the outskirts of the town.
The residence of Father McKenna, C.C., Mullagh, was searched by soldiers at five o clock this morning for the third  time in a couple of weeks.    Nothing was found.
Mr. O'Grady, Chairman of the Ennis District  Council, was also arrested.
