With his wife and young child he was compelled to seek shelter elsewhere. The doctor was not long at large.   He was captured at Ennis and detained at the Home for close on two   weeks. This did   not  daunt him,     for   after his    release     he     again     assiduously     carried out the duties entrusted to him —the care of the wounded.
