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Miltown Firm And Wool Test.
An appeal brought by the English firm of J.J. Shindler and Co. Ltd. against a judgement of the President of the High Court in their action against the Malbay Manufacturing Co. Ltd, was disposed of in the Supreme Court on Monday.

J. R. Heavey, S.C . who with Mr.  J.  A.  D'Arcy, S.C     and  Mr. H. McWilliam (instructed by Messrs. A. and L. Goodbody)  appeared for the
English    company,    said    that   the action had been brought in the High Court by Messrs. Shindler. who were in  the  wool  and   worsted  trade   in Bradford,   against   the   Irish   firm.
who were a manufacturing company Mr.   Heavey   said   the   proceedings arose out of a contract for the sale 120,000 lbs. of worsted yarn,  the contract price for the portion which
is   delivered   before   the   contract broke down being £4.059/13 8.
The claim was resisted on the ground that the worsted yarn de​livered was not of the quality contracted for.   There was a counter-claim   by the  Irish  company   for £11,038/13 8 for breach of warranty of quality.
The  case.  Mr.   Heavey  said,  was heard   by  the   President,   and   the whole question on which  it turned was whether the quality of the goods as delivered was up to the quality contracted for.    Evidence was given during the trial of a new method of measuring   the  quality     of  wool  as against the old traditional  method
of appraisal in the use in the wool trade in England and elsewhere. The result in the High Court was that Messrs. Shindler got judgement for he full amount of their claim, and that the Malbay Company got judge​ment for £5,015/8/7 on their counter​claim, or somewhat less than they had claimed originally.
CASE   SETTLED
Mr. Heavey said that the case had been settled on terms which required no order from the Supreme Court other than the discharge of the order of the High court, and in lieu thereof the substitution of an order dismissing Messrs. Shindler's claim and the Irish company's counter​claim, both to be without costs.
Mr. Heavey added that in order to avoid any misunderstanding which such a concise statement of the settlement might tend to cause, the parties had agreed that it should be stated that the settlement did not involve any determination that micron measurement of wool fibre (which relates only to the diameter of the  fibre)  could on its  own  be substituted for or directly related to Bradford quality descriptions, which are based on visual and tacticle ap​praisal, and  take into  account   all the characteristics of the wool fibre. Mr.   T.   F.   O’Higgins,   S.C.   who with the Attorney General and Mr. M. Danaher (instructed by I.M. Houlihan)    were   for the Malbay Company, said that he consented to an order being made in the terms stated by      Mr. Heavey.
