Firing at Miltown Malbay.
The National Bank at Miltown-Malbay, in occupation of the troops, was under fire for a brief period on Sat​urday night, 24th ult. The attack, consisting chiefly of mauser rifle fire, commenced at about 10-30, and was directed from the Ennis road, Mullagh road, and from the field between the roads. Close on twenty shots were fired, none of which took effect. Some bullets struck the gable end of a house close to the Bank. The troops replied and some of them rushed each road to meet the attackers, who had, however, retreated under cover of darkness. The firing was intense while it lasted. Some terrified inhabitants in the line of fire lay prostrate until the shooting ceased.
