QUALITY football paid rich dividends at Lisdoon-varna on Sunday when before about 750 spectators  Miltown deservedly defeated Quilty by 1-7 to 0-4 to qualify for the senior football final.

They scored 1-2 in the second half when playing against a fairly strong breeze and were then without the assistance of their star forward Peadar lynch who retire early in the second half with an injured ankle. Unsteadiness let easy chances go abegging and when Paddy Power, their ever sure marksman missed a well-placed ball from the 21-yards line their hopes and morale were badly shattered.
D. Whyte, seizing the kick-out, sent to Frawley who scored a great point after a solo run. Carroll, Miltown, fielded the kick-out, sent to Frawley, he flashed a fierce drive against the crossbar, and it was finished to the net by T. Malone.  Quilty again sprung into to robust action and bombarded the Miltown posts but two first class saves by Jones nullified their best efforts.

Quilty forced a fifty from which J Darcy pointed. N. Walsh replied for Miltown with a like score. Quilty however finished strongly to have points by Darcy, Power and O’Connor leaving the full-time score Miltown 1-7, Quilty 0-4.
