ANOTHER BOG SLIP- MOUNT CALLAN ON THE MOVE
On Sunday, one of the most terrific rainstorms burst over Mount Callan and surrounding district for a long time, doing damage to crops, especially the hay crop which is in a very bad state. Part of Baunamiscawn, which is part of Mount Callan on the southern side, ran to the valley, a distance of three hun​dred yards, in it's course killing a cow, the property of Michael Kinnane.
It appears this spot is lying be​tween two hills in a valley. The land ran with terrific force down a valley, sweeping away the cow on it's way and destroying part of the lands and cover​ing the back roads in such a way as to prevent people passing. Were it not for a double bank and strong whitethorn bushes, it would certainly have blocked the public road.
For a distance of four hundred yards down the hill, the bog-stuff is lying. Much sympathy is felt with Mr. Kinnane in the loss he has met with by this

slide. The land is on the estate of the Marquis of Conyngham. There were also six milch cows and other young stock on the same lands but not on the slip course.
It occupied ten men over two hours to extricate the dead heifer but but it is estimated that it will take some hundred horses to remove the amount of earth brought down from the side of the
mountain, including rocks, bushes, clay
and hay.
It was rather fortunate the residence of Mr. Kinnane was some distance away, for it was in a direct line and at the time there were at dinner Mr. Kinnane and family of six children.
The moving stuff came in contact with a strongly-built stone wall, having a large amount of earth at back, other​wise the destruction would have been more serious, as underneath Kinnane's house there is a fall of several hun​dred feet into the Glen of Letterkelly and Carrogheda where there are other farmer's residences.
