Speaking at a meeting held recently at Quilty, Rev. Father P. Glynn, P.P. Mullagh, said:
“You understand the circumstances under which we meet this evening. A deliberate and malicious attempt to libel the whole parish area, one or two individuals in particular, has been made. 
Everywhere we went in the parish and outside we were met with the query: what about the “Mullagh Robberies” 60 golden sovereigns, no less if you please taken from Mague Stack, and now proved in open court ; "There was no robbery at all," This foul libel has gone in the  Press and through the people, and all the time at the whole matter was pending in the courts, we have, out of respect for our Irish courts, to hold our tongues, confid​ent all the same justice would be, as it now is,  measured out to those responsible  through the care and ability of Dr. Daly and Ml. O'Shea, solicitor.

We all knew, who looked carefully into the accusation, there was never any robbery of 68 sovereigns, but it was one thing to know it, 'twas another thing to prove it to the satisfaction of our Irish courts..

That is now done, and, perhaps, if  the other robberies we hear of were looked after by able solicitors like Dr. Daly and  Mr. O'Shea, they would be blown sky-high like this one. It cost time and money to do it, but it was worth it all.

Now, we are not going to let the matter rest where it is. The tables are turned  and the gang of conspirators, wherever or  whatever they are, must be unmasked  before the public and the nefarious scheme they had concocted, with many other far-reaching designs in view, neither national  nor honourable, must be exposed. Mean time there are a few points to be kept in  view.
No. l— Don't show any disrespect to the  local officers of justice, both police and  Volunteers. Quite the other way; they are your own and show them every re​spect. Disagreeable duty was thrown on them, but they were able to discern be​tween right and wrong, and what you would expect from Irish boys, tho’ new to the work, they were not going to allow themselves to be made blind tools  [fools?]of.

No. 2—Work through your committees. You have your "Labour Committee" and your "Shore Committee." Through them you must work. No private individual action will be allowed.

No. 3--Don't be provoked ; that may be tried:
