Gallant Rescue from Drowning in the County
—Two young men named O'Connor and White, from Freagh, near Miltown Malbay, nar​rowly escaped drowning at Rineen, a few evenings since, as they were in the act of raising some lobster pots. Their canoe capsized. Unfortunately neither could swim, and they were in imminent danger of being lost off that rocky shore, when providentially Messrs. Fethereston and J. H.Brady, of the National Bank, Ennistymon, and Mr. J. Halpin, of Newmarket-on-Fergus, were returning from seeing the cliffs. Mr. Halpin observed the upturned canoe, and both young men struggling in the water; they pulled with all their might, and fortunately reached in time to rescue the poor fellows, who had sunk twice. Too much cannot be said in praise of these gentlemen who nobly risked their lives in saving those who were in such danger, as the surf was running very high at the time.—Correspondent
