It is with feelings of regret that we announce the death—which took place   on   October   31st—of    John  O'Brien,    Leeds,   Miltown   Malbay.
  A devout Catholic and spirited patriot, his death has aroused feelings of deep regret in his native parish.    A man of strong character, he became Prefect of the  Confraternity  when   it  was first
 started in Miltown Malbay 28 years ago, and he continued as Prefect until his   death.    He   was   a   well-known figure in Land League circles in Clare and he, as a delegate, represented Miltown Malbay branch at many of the League's Conventions.
When the Gaelic League was first started some twenty-seven years ago he put his heart and soul into the movement from its inception, and not being then an Irish speaker he immediately set about mastering the language, and was rewarded for his efforts some years Iater by  receiving a prize for the best collection of Sean Fhocals sent to "Claidheamh Solus."
Tender-hearted   and   generous, he never failed to respond to any charitable   appeal.   When   Ireland's   sons were nobly fighting against the British forces, his heart was with them in all their trials, and his doors were always open to the lads on the hillside.
The remains were removed on Wednesday afternoon to the parish church, where   they lay overnight,   and on Thursday morning  Solemn Requiem Mass was celebrated, the celebrant being Rev. R. Bourke, C.C.  Miltown Malbay;   deacon,   Rev.   T.   Molloy, CC.,   Miltown   Malbay;   and   sub-deacon, Very Rev  Canon  Hannon P.P., Miltown Malbay.
The funeral, which was of huge proportions, left Miltown Malbay on Thursday, 2nd inst at 1 p.m., for the  family burial place at Ballard, a large concourse of people, headed by the three priests, followed the remains to the graveside where, kneeling, they paid a last tribute to one whom the respected for his Christian ideals and honoured for his honesty and strong national spirit. Very Rev, Canon Hannon, assisted by Rev. Father Molloy and Father Bourke, read the burial service.
