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DEATH AND FUNERAL OF
Mr. PATK H. O’NEILL 

 The sad tidings announcing the death of the late Patrick H. O Neill which occurred at his residence  on  Monday, 7th inst. Occasioned feeling of poignant sorrow and regret. To his relatives and friends at home and abroad the painful news of his  death came as a great shock, and to whom we tender our  deep sympathy. Mr O'Neill was a citizen of type very rarely found in the troubled times through which we  are now passing. A nationalist in  politics, he always took a manly part in a  constitutional way to redress  the bitter wrongs of his oppressed i country. Though too old to help in  the Anglo-Irish war, he was heart and soul with the young men In their struggle for national freedom, and sent forward four gallant sons to represent him, namely- Colonel  Commandant Ignatius O'Neill, Capt.  Bobbie O'Neill, Lieutenant Conail  O'Neill and Superintendent Lex  O'Neill.    His splendid establishment and spacious stores at Miltown were burned down by the Black and Tans at the time of the Rinneen  ambush in 1920.     He   was  an  extensive merchant and owned a large timber and
goods' yard, as well as much town property, and provided considerable employment.    It is sad, indeed,   to think that his life should be cut off before he could once more enjoy the happiness of his old  home, which is in the course of re erection. The interment  after Office and Requiem  Mass on Wednesday, took place at  the   family   burial    place—Ballard,
The warm regard in which deceased   was held was strikingly  manifested , by the immense concourse of people from surrounding parishes and towns. It was the largest funeral seen in  the district for years, and included officers and men from various commands in Munster.   The school boys  under the guidance of their teachers,  paid a striking respect to his memory by marching to the grave. The coffin was borne from the  Church on the shoulders of his four officer sons. Four beautiful wreaths  were laid on the grave, at which an  immense throng knelt in prayer, including priests from MiltownMalbay,  Ennis, Ennistymon and Mullagh.
