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Death and Funeral of
MR. PATRICK COLLINS,

MERCHANT, MILTOWN MALBAY

Seldom has the death of anyone caused such deep and sincere regret as that of Mr. Patrick Collins, merchant, Main Street, Miltown Malbay, during the past week and after a very short illness; and it can with truth be said there has not passed away one who has been more universally lamented than the deceased   gentleman, possessing, as he did all the qualities that tend to endear one to his friends. It is no exaggeration to say that he was one of the most popular and highly respected residents of Miltown Malbay, and this was evident from the large and representative funeral which followed his remains to their last resting place in Killernan.

Mr. Collins was one of the first District Councillors to represent Miltown Malbay after the passing of the Local government Act, heading the poll on the division. While there as Guardian of the Poor, his first and great aim was always to succour God’s poor.  In public life he was ever a sincere supporter of the old cause and was one of the "Miltown Malbay shop keepers” who suffered imprisonment in the strenuous days of the Land War. He was
Handed [?] three months imprisonment and on appeal the sentence was increased to six months by acting County Court Judge Hickson. On his release in February, 1888, with his other comrades, Wm Hynes and Timothy Flanagan, the late Dean White, then the popular parish priest of Miltown Malbay, with a large number of the people and accompanied by two bands, went as far as Corofin to meet them. The Dean read an address.

Deceased was Prefect of the Solidality of Our Lady of Perpetual Succour from the early establishment of the Sodality, and after its amalgamation with the Sacred Heart Confraternity. He was unique in the faculty of impressing himself in the hearts of his friends who will long bear him In memory, and we respectfully tender to his bereaved wife, children, and sisters and the other numbers of his family the expression of our condolence in their deep bereavement. The remains were removed to the Parish Church, and remained there overnight.

At ten o'clock there was a Solemn High Mass for the repose of his soul, and at 2 o'clock the funeral started for the family burial place, and was of very large dimensions
