Hot  Words At Grazing  Auction
 FARMERS BEFORE MILTOWN MALBAY
COURT
An auction of grazing that fell through was mentioned at Miltown Malbay Court on Wednesday during the hearing of an application of Peter O'Dwyer, Mullagh, to have James C. Walshe, Mount Scott, Miltown Malbay, bound to the peace. The Justice adjourned the application for six months with liberty to re-enter it to the meantime if the necessity arose. He said that he expected the plaintiff's costs would be paid.
Mr.  Michael P.  Nolan, Solicitor  appeared for the plaintiff, and Mr. P. J. Chambers, Solicitor, for the defendant.
Mr.  O’Dwyer said  that be was  the executor of the will of the late  , Jane 0’Dwver, who owned a farm  of land at Annagh.   Witness had the grazing of the farm put up for  sale by auction each year, and the auctions   were   conducted   by   Mr.J. Leyden, and also by  Mr.  Carroll On May 30th this year the grazing  was put up by Mr. Leyden, and the defendants and Anthony O’Dwyer were the only bidders.   They went as far as £45, and the sale was withdrawn.      Walshe approached witness and asked him what the reserve price was and witness told him to get that information from the auctioneer. When the auctioneer gave him the information he was looking for he returned to where witness was and abused him and referred to a malicious injury claim for £160 that  was heard in the Circuit Court over the burning of  hay. In reply to Mr. Chambers witness said that the first year the grazing was put up it was sold to Mr. Walshe who was the highest bidder.

Asked if anything happened the cattle  on the  lands,  witness  said   their tails were cut, and compensation was given at the Circuit Court. Mr. Walshe did not take the grazing the second year, and the third year Mr. Casey was the purchaser. Mr. Walshe was again the purchaser in another year, and he paid £6 more than what was paid the previous  year.    He  was  the  highest bidder this year also, but witness had   no   intention  of  letting  himhave  the  lands  no  matter   what price he offered.   On that account
 he    placed    a    high    reserve   on them.                                                 Anthony O’Dwyer, who was present at the auction, said that he heard what passed between Peter O’Dwyer   and   Walshe,    and   he heard   the   abuse   given   by   the defendant                                          I*
TROUBLE SINCE OWNER'S 
DEATH                         
James C. Walshe, the defendant, said that since Jane O’Dwyer died
there  had  been trouble over her farm. Witness   took   the grazing the  first  year it was put  up  for sale   and for the two years follow​ing  he  was out  of  it.    He  got it again but paid £6 more than was paid  the previous year.    On May 30th he was at the fair of Clare-castle with  a  load of cattle and returned  to the auction where he was the highest bidder.   When the sale was withdrawn he got annoyed and abused Mr. O’Dwyer over what he had seen in the Clare Champion, It was the report of a Court proceeding   where  O’Dwyer  said  that witness was an enemy of his, and that   witness   objected   to   people going   to   the   auction.     Witness never did any such thing, and it was   on   that    account    he   was annoyed, and he may have abused O’Dwyer over it.   The report was very annoying to him, to his wife and relatives in different parts of the   world.    On   the   day   of   the  auction he would have given £30 more far the grazing.
In reply to Mr.  Nolan,  witness . produced a letter which he said he got   last   year   from   a   Mr.   John Corry In California.   He was talking to Mr. Carroll the auctioneer and told him he was in touch with the owner of the farm in California. He did not represent to Mr. Carroll that he had bought the farm from Corry.    It   was   abundantly  clear that he was not welcome there as far as the purchase of the lands was concerned.
 The Justice said that he had the defendant before him in Court on other matters, and he did not look on  him   as a particularly   even tempered man.   It was not for him  to discuss the merits of the dispute in question.   The complaint was for abusive language and it was abun​dantly proved.    He would adjourn the case for six months, and Mr. 0'Dwyer could re-enter it in the meantime  if   the   necessity   arose. He   expected   that   the   plaintiff's costs would be paid.
