OUTRAGE AT KNOCKANEAN
ABOUT one o'clock am, on Sunday morning the house of James Quinn. who is living at Knockanean, within two miles of Ennis, and herding a farm for Mr Peter Mungovan, Mullogh, was forcibly entered by two armed men who broke the door and windows. They dragged Quinn out of bed and threatened to shoot him if he did not give up the herding and quit the place.
They represented that they were sent from Scariff by "Captain Moonlight'” to execute his orders and told him what the consequences would be if they had to visit him again.                                               
There has been a good deal of litigation in connect​ion with this farm which the former tenant, John Moylan, Gaurus Mills, made an assignment of to the late Mr Peter Mungovan, Ennis.
The interest in this farm is now vested in his son, Mr Peter Mungovan, ex-poor law guardian, and there is an equity suit pending between them at the ensuing Ennis sessions. Moylan lately ploughed up part of the land.
