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ALLEGED OUTRAGE IN CLARE

Another daring outrage is reported from Derreen, near  Mullough parish Kilmurry, last night, when the houses of Mrs Hogan, a widow and John Killeen, were fired into. The reason assigned is those parties had paid their rent to their landlord, Mr Kenny Freagh  Castle, Miltownmalbay, and had received a reduction of four shillings in the pound, while others on the same property but under a different landlord, named Brew, received no abatement, and who tried to induce the parties fired on to go into court to get their leases broken. Killeen's  hat was riddled and the hair from off the top or his head carried away, No clue of the perpetrators has yet come to hand. The police are making active inquiries.
