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A SERIES OF OUTRAGES

—Agrarian outrages are again spreading like. '',epidemic through Clare, Inagh district” particularly showing the most marked symptoms of lawlessness. The last week has been pregnant with reports of crime and outrage, the latest being the firing into the houses of two herdsmen in the employment of William Barry, Inagh. About 12.30am in the morning three shots, which, from the size of the bullet holes, appeared to have been discharged from revolvers were fired through the front door and passed through the back door. The bullets could not be found. James Murray, one of the herdsmen referred to, who is living with his wife and children at Drumcliffe, was sleeping in a adjoining room. Barry has become very obnoxious because of his having taken a farm which the widow Taaffe surrendered. A threatening notice was found posted on Murray's door next morning. The same night the house of the other herdsman John O'Louglin of Carhuoduff was fired into through the kitchen door.

One of the bullets was found. There was no injury to any of the inmates.

A threatening notice was also found posted on his door. Edward Shanahan, Breaffa South Miltown Malbay, the scene of the murder of Mrs Moroney's herds​man, has also fallen under the ban of the `Invincibles' as he a1so has lately received a threatening letter. It appears he took a small piece of land recently held by another ten​ant.

He is a small farn ier and mason and lives within two hundred yards of the house of Lenane, the unfortonate herdsman refered to. In Clonnloan, upper Tulla, Michael Col​lins, a bailiff on the estate received a threat​ening letter owing to the recent eviction of a tenant named Mr O'Dwyer. In Cal​lora South, near Ennistymon, the padlocks — seven in number — placed on the doors of the houses froth, which Thady and Dan​iel Frawley had been evicted for non pay​ment of rent on the estate of Augustine Fitzgerald Bart, were broken. The object is supposed to be to give annoyance to the agent, Major George S Studdert.
