The following    prices     for     this season’s kelp are being offered  by  the Gaeltacht    Services Department of Lands:—1.1  per cent    iodine   content £10 per ton; l per cent, do . £10. do. .9 per cent   do ,  £9 do.;   .8 per cent do,   £8   do; .7 per cent    do.,   £7;    .6 per cent   do. £6; .5 per cent do. £5.
In keeping with the present tillage drive and the demand for fertilizer the Government  are  anxious  to  produce   the   maximum   amount   of   kelp this season. Up to 22 per cent   potash can   be   obtained   from  good   quality kelp sea rods   collected   from   Nov. to
Feb.    together  with  the  May seaweed   drifts,    produce    kelp    of    the highest  quality.
Provision is to be made   at all points   for   the   buying   of   kelp and
bags   will   be provided  free. Shores where seaweed has not been collected for years are  now  to  be  used again.
